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J. Formula Grants

Formula grant programs generally exhibit greater reported expenditures than project grants,
regardless of the type of local government. School districts exhibit the greatest share of total
expenditures coming from formula grants, with more than $2.1 billion from formula grants as
opposed to less than $300 million from project grants.

Because formula grants are not distributed competitively, there is less that local governments can
do to increase their draw-down. In fact, aside from lobbying for changes to distribution formulas
and/or simply being aware of the formula grants a local government is eligible for, there is little
that can be done to increase draw-down of this type of grant. Despite these caveats, it is still
advisable for local governments to be aware of what programs their neighbors and similarly
situated local governments are participating in.

Finally, the distinction between grants and eligible grants bears reiterating. As previously noted
this distinction means that two totals are reported for each entity. One total reflects those grants
that local governments are eligible to apply for, according to the CFDA,; these totals are
identified as eligible grants. The other total reflects all grant expenditures reported by the local
government, which will contain significant pass-through awards in addition to expenditures from
the total identified as eligible grants.
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1. School Districts

Formula grant expenditures are dominated by the larger urban school districts, as illustrated for
grant expenditures in Table J-3 and eligible grant expenditures in Table J-4. Smaller school
districts exhibit the greatest per capita expenditures; in fact the two school districts with the
lowest enrollment are both in the top ten of per capita expenditures.

2. Specific Formula Grant Programs — School Districts
As with project grants, formula grant expenditures by school districts are generally sourced to

DOE, with the only exceptions being two USDA programs. Table J-1 shows Title I Grants to
Local Education Agencies as the top program with nearly $650 million in expenditures, while

the tenth ranked program has reported expenditures of less than $20 million.

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3. County Governments

County government formula grant expenditures are also dominated by the largest urban counties;
in fact Miami-Dade is responsible for more than a quarter of all expenditures while the top four
counties (Miami-Dade, Broward, Hillsborough, and Pinellas) make up nearly half of all
expenditures. Table J-7 shows grant expenditures and Table J-8 shows eligible grant
expenditures.

4. Specific Formula Grant Programs — Counties

Table J-5 illustrates grant expenditures while Table J-6 illustrates eligible grant expenditures. It
is noteworthy that four of the programs are block grants, which give local governments a relative

degree of freedom in terms of spending, and predictability in terms of budgeting.

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5. Municipal Governments

Formula grant expenditures are dominated by the larger municipalities, as illustrated for grant
expenditures in Table J-9 and eligible grant expenditures in Table J-10. In particular,
expenditures by Jacksonville/Duval County are more indicative of what would be seen for a
county, representing the increased responsibilities of this consolidated government

6. Specific Formula Grant Programs — Municipalities

Table J-7 illustrates grant expenditures while Table J-8 illustrates eligible grant expenditures. It
IS once again noteworthy that three of the programs are block grants, one from HHS and two
from HUD. As was noted in the analysis of county governments, block grants give local
governments a relative degree of freedom in terms of spending, and predictability in terms of

budgeting.
